report to the Registration counters on the day of convocation. No spot registration
is allowed.
> Registration confirmation starts at 8.30 am and ends at 10.30 am.

» Lunch will be provided for Graduands and Parents

» Kids/Children’s are strictly not allowed inside the auditorium, only parents
are allowed.

» Parents will be accommodated in the main auditorium on first — come, first served
basis. Others will be accommodated in the Seminar Hall — I & II, where live CCTV
arrangements will be made available.

> All the graduands attending the convocation should come in Formal dress
with shoes.

> Rehearsal will start at 11.00 a.m. It is mandatory for every Graduate to be a part
of this rehearsal. Anybody failing to be part of this rehearsal will not be permitted
to attend the main convocation function.

> MOBILE PHONES STRICTLY KEPT IN SWITCH OFF MODE, CAMERA’S OR
ANY OTHER ELECTRONIC GADGETS ARE STRICTLY BANNED INSIDE THE
AUDITORIUM.

> Graduates must take the seats sharply by 2:00 p.m.

> The main convocation function starts sharply at 2.30 p.m. Late comers will
not be permitted to attend the convocation on any account.
